Why Volunteer?

Common Misconceptions about Volunteerism:  
Some Muslims have one or more of the following misconceptions 

about volunteerism:  

 It is optional and secondary, if and when there is no other 

activity to do.   

 It need not be serious business, committed or professional in 

approach. One may behave in an amateurish manner and 

haphazard. 

 More personal Islamic knowledge is needed before 

volunteering for any task at the masjid. 

These misconceptions need to be removed. We need to realize 

that it is the duty of each and every one of us ï not a choice ï and 

that we cannot sit back and expect ñthe otherò to take up the tasks.  
 

Who Should Volunteer?  
All Muslims. Here is what is required: 

 What? Time, energy, efforts, skills, talent, 

knowledge, money.  

 How? Seek opportunities -- do not wait for 

them. Be proactive, be sensitive. Reach out.  

 How often? As much as we can, but maintain 

a balance. Islam is the religion of moderation, 

balance and of ñthe middle wayò. But never 

completely stop volunteering. 

 

How Should Volunteers conduct themselves? 

Some of the qualities required in volunteers are:    

 Purity of intention: Fi sabeel Allah - in the 

path of Allah. 

 Conduct in the manner prescribed by Quran 

and Sunnah.   

 No bragging or boasting  

 No running after title, position, etc.  

 No engaging in ñmasjid politicsò, back-biting 

or creating fitna  

 Not taking up volunteer positions if not 

suitable, not competent, or not qualified while 

other suitable people are available and 

willing. And once a volunteer position has 

been accepted, fulfill ing all commitments, 

including punctuality .  

Volunteers play an important role in Islamic 

Centers world-wide, including at our own AIA 

Masjid. We would like to give our Volunteers 

opportunities to become more expert and 

professional, more rational and skilled, without 

killing their passion. There is of course a need 

by AIA to develop and implement appropriate 

strategies with respect to management of 

Volunteers.    

AIA now has a robust Community Service 

program in place for high-school students ï 

conducted by the AIA Weekend School. 

Additionally, the Masjid is always seeking 

volunteers for its year-round programs and 

events. AIA is also seeking a larger pool of 

dedicated volunteers in order to expand its 

services and programs for the community and 

beyond.

Dear Friend, Assalam Alaikum 

Hate against Muslims is becoming lethal. 

The Norway terrorist Anders Breivik, who killed 77 

people, was influenced by American anti-Sharia 

Islamophobes. He said that he was killing to stop a 

Sharia takeover. 

Breivikôs brand of hatred is based on intentional 

ignorance. 

The same ignorance is represented in the 49 bills in 

25 states calling for a Sharia ban. Now a number of 

U.S. presidential hopefuls are calling for a federal 

Sharia ban. 

The major source of this ignorance and hate is the 

internet. Just Google the word ñShariaò and see the 

search results in images, videos, and articles. This is 

what the Norway terrorist quotes and this is what 

anti-Sharia lawmakers cite. 

We Muslims must tell our story.  

Practicing Islam is practicing Sharia. Our month-

long fasting, our prayers, eating Halal and serving 

our communities are all Sharia. But that is not what 

our neighbors know. 

Banning Sharia affects you and I in 

concrete ways. These bills will prevent 

Muslims from being able to marry, 

divorce, inherit, bequeath, and finance 

according to Sharia. 

We cannot allow the criminalization of 

our faith, or for that matter, any faith in 

our country. Freedom from state 

interference in religious practice is one of 

the cornerstones of our nation. Anti-

Sharia bills do just the opposite. 

This ignorance will not die if we remain 

silent. It is crucial that we urgently 

provide accurate information about 

Sharia. Even those who oppose these bills 

are searching desperately for more 

information.  

Sound Vision is developing fresh 

information on Sharia to answer the 

critical questions the public has on the 

topic. We plan to put this material on 

Sharia101.org, to be launched this fall and 

updated regularly thereafter Insha-Allah. 

Alhamdulillah, so far we have written 

about 100 articles on Sharia, and filmed 

professors from Harvard, Columbia, Duke, 

and other universities on different aspects 

of Sharia, Jewish and Catholic laws, and 

freedom of religion in our country. 

However, a great amount of work still 

needs to be done. We need to retain more 

scholars, producers, and SEO experts. 

Sharia 101 requires retaining top-notch 

experts who must be compensated for their 

time and effort. 

Sound Vision has been serving the 

community for the last 23 years by 

producing high quality Islamic information 

for Muslims and non-Muslims. This is our 

area of expertise.

Yasir Qadhi and Sheikh Waleed 

Basyouni in September.  Insha-Allah 

Quran Academy will be hosting other 

organizations respective events as well.    

5. Library ï although still being worked 

on, on the first floor of the Quran 

Academy there will be the Library 

which will be home to some of the best 

Islamic Works in both the Arabic and 

English Languages.   

6. Cafeteria/Hall Rental ï community 

members can rent the Quran Academy 

Hall for iftars, aqeeqahôs, dinners, 

weddings, etc. The Quran Academy 

also hopes to open the cafeteria once 

the kitchen is complete so people can 

lounge there in between their prayers. 

As always, the Quran Academy is 

for the entire community and we 

definitely pray that our 

neighboring brothers and sisters at 

AIA will benefit from the facility 

and all its programs, as much as 

we will benefit from their 

company!   

 

The Prophet Muhammad (peace be 

upon him) said, ñThe best amongst 

you are those who learn the Quran 

and teach it.ò  This hadith is the 

motivation behind the Quran 

Academy -- to teach the Glorious 

Book of Allah and spread the message 

of it.    

Vision: To become a cornerstone for 

Islamic Knowledge in North America 

with the Quran being our guide. 

Mission: To become an Islamic 

Education outlet for knowledge while 

developing our youth with the 

appropriate leadership skills in Islam 

to lead our future generations.   

Construction: Alhamdulillah, by the 

grace of Allah, the doors of the Quran 

Academy have opened and the 

blessings can already be seen.  The 

Quran Academy Ground Breaking 

Ceremony was held on June 28
th
, 

2009 and Alhamdulillah the doors 

were open less than 2 years later.  The 

Quran Academyôs approximate cost is 

at $3.3 million dollars for the 20,000 

square foot building.   

Perhaps the most intriguing qualities 

of the Quran Academy (from a 

building perspective) is how it is 

completely state-of-the-art; only by 

the grace of Allah.  Allah has opened 

up doors and opportunities for this 

project that could have never been 

anticipated; this building could have 

easily cost up to $5 million dollars.   

From the design of the exterior, the 

floor plan layout, the hardware used 

in the building (doors, elevator, 

lighting, electric, carpentry, etc.), 

Audio-Visual equipment, IT 

infrastructure, furniture, and so on, the 

Quran Academy utilizes the most 

appropriate means to ensure long term 

efficiency, usability and flexibility.    

The only way for one to understand 

this is to see it first-hand and Insha-

Allah, it is the intention of OPPC to 

have an open house to demonstrate 

this in person. 

 

The Building:  The 3-storey Quran Academy includes the 

following: 

-- 12 Classrooms  -- 3 Offices  

-- 2 Lecture Halls  -- 1 Meeting Room 

-- Library  -- Commercial Kitchen 

-- Multi -Purpose Hall / Cafeteria 
 

All classes and lecture halls will be equipped with their 

own audio visual setup. There is also an option to get any 

video feed that is being broadcasted from the main masjid 

(there is a fiber connection between the two buildings).   

Alhamdulillah, OPPC has a long-term vision that is very 

dynamic and exciting, bringing many great programs. 

Below is a list of some of the current programs.  

1. The Quran Academy Weekend Learning Program ï

currently meets on Saturdays, 10am ï 1pm.  This 

program is broken down into three subjects: 

a. Quran: Memorization and Understanding 

b. Arabic: Reading and Pronunciation (from Quran)  

c. Islamic Studies (utilizing the Weekend Learning 

Curriculum) 

2. MAS Quran Blossoms Program ï meets Monday to 

Friday for kids from the ages of 3-5, one session from 

8:15am ï 11:30pm and the second session from 

12:15pm ï 3:30pm.  This program is entirely in Arabic 

and teaches all kids how to speak Arabic, while 

instilling in them Islamic Etiquettes.  Itôs a 2-year 

program by the end of which the 4 or 5 year old Insha-

Allah will memorize Juz óAmma in addition to many 

duaôs and other beneficial things.   

3. Ijaazah Program ï students (men and women in their 

respective classes) will sit in smaller groups with 

OPPCôs own Sheikh Mostafa Mahmud and work on 

proper reading and memorization of the Quran.  If the 

students stick with program, Insha-Allah they will 

become Huffadh.

This sermon was delivered by Prophet Mohammad (s) on the Ninth Day of 

Dhul-Hijjah 10 A.H. at Mount Arafat' near Makkah. 

 After praising, and thanking Allah, Prophet 

Mohammad (s) said: 

"O People, lend me an attentive ear, for I know not whether 

after this year, I shall ever be amongst you again. Therefore 

listen to what I am saying to you very carefully and take 

these words to those who could not be present here today. 

O People, just as you regard this month, this day, this city 

as Sacred, so regard the life and property of every Muslim 

as a sacred trust. Return the goods entrusted to you to their 

rightful owners. Hurt no one so that no one may hurt you. 

Remember that you will indeed meet your Lord, and that 

He will indeed reckon your deeds. Allah has forbidden you 

to take usury, therefore all interest obligation shall 

henceforth be waived. Your capital, however, is yours to 

keep. You will neither inflict nor suffer any inequity. Allah 

has judged that there shall be no interest and that all the 

interest due to Abbas ibn 'Abd'al Muttalib (Prophet's uncle) 

shall henceforth be waived... 

Beware of Shaitan (Satan), for the safety of your religion. 

He has lost all hope that he will ever be able to lead you 

astray in big things, so beware of following him in small 

things. 

O People, it is true that you have certain rights with regard 

to your women, but they also have rights over you. 

Remember that you have taken them as your wives only 

under Allah's trust and with His permission. If they abide 

by your right then to them belongs the right to be fed and 

clothed in kindness. Do treat your women well and be kind 

to them for they are your partners and committed helpers. 

And it is your right that they do not make friends with any 

one of whom you do not approve, as well as never to be 

unchaste.  

 

O People, listen to me in earnest: worship Allah, 

say your five daily prayers (Salah), fast during 

the month of Ramadan, and give your wealth in 

Zakat. Perform Hajj if you can afford to. 

All mankind is from Adam and Eve -- an Arab 

has no superiority over a non-Arab nor a non-

Arab has any superiority over an Arab. Also a 

white has no superiority over black nor a black 

has any superiority over white, except by piety 

and good action. Learn that every Muslim is a 

brother to every Muslim and that the Muslims 

constitute one brotherhood. Nothing shall be 

legitimate to a Muslim which belongs to a fellow 

Muslim unless it was given freely and willingly. 

Do not, therefore, do injustice to yourselves.  

Remember, one day you will appear before Allah 

and answer for your deeds. So beware! Do not 

stray from the path of righteousness after I am 

gone. 

O People, no prophet or apostle will come after 

me and no new faith will be born. Reason well, 

therefore, O People, and understand words which 

I convey to you. I leave behind me two things: the 

Quran and my example, the Sunnah. And if you 

follow these, you will never go astray. 

All those who listen to me shall pass on my 

words to others and those to others again. And 

may the last ones understand my words better 

than those who listen to me directly.  

Be my witness, O Allah, that I have 

conveyed your message to your 

people".
