AIA is embarking on an ambitious new plan 

for an extension to the AIA building Insha-

Allah. AIA is in the very initial planning 

stages of this expansion.  

At this point in time, the plans for the new 

building include creating more classroom 

space and a gym that doubles as an 

auditorium & a banquet hall.  

The reasons we need these facilities and 

their benefit in our masjid are as follows: 

 The number of students attending our Islamic Weekend School has been 

increasing fast over the last few years and there is less and less space to house all 

the students. Classrooms have become cramped and uncomfortable. This year, 

we had to turn away several children since several of the classes are filled beyond 

capacity. With more classrooms, there will be plenty of room for our students for 

years to come.  

 The old hangar that we are using for additional classrooms and Recreational 

Room right now is in poor condition. It is an old building and has reached its 

limits. We are spending a lot of money every summer doing renovation and 

repairs just to make it usable. With a new and insulated, clean building to teach 

and learn, teachers and students will both be much more enthusiastic about 

coming to Weekend School.  

 Gatherings during Ramadan and on Eid are also gradually increasing in 

attendance. We all know how hard it is to find a seat at the community Iftaars, 

and some of us even come early to secure a table. With a bigger banquet hall, no 

one would be cramped or scrambling for a seat. 

 AIA needs more youth and adults to be involved in activities and programs. We 

also need more support and enthusiasm from both Muslim and Non-Muslim 

communities. By having a gym in our masjid, we can attract more families to 

utilize our services in addition to prayers and Islamic School. We can hold 

basketball games, volleyball games, badminton, tournaments, etc. ... while being 

active and having fun. We can have girls-only days to make sure everyone can 

enjoy and exercise in a relaxed atmosphere. Parents will be comfortable knowing 

their children are in a safe place close to the Masjid. 

 There would be an Islamic library in our new facility, providing for an excellent 

resource for youth and adults seeking knowledge on their own about Islam. Some 

people in our community donôt have easy access to such resources and having a 

library here will allow them that access. 

 The gym will also double as an auditorium, allowing for speeches, seminars, and 

even Islamic plays that could be put on by students, providing our community 

with even more chances to come together and interact closely.  

AIA  hopes that it will  receive the communityôs utmost support for its plans, as it 

moves forward to accommodate the needs of the community today and into the 

future.  

We will be discussing the plans for this Multi-purpose building in more detail 

at the upcoming AIA Community Dinner on December 10
th

, 2011. Please

After the death of Chenghiz Khan, the 

great heritage of that Mongol conqueror 

was divided into four dominions headed 

by the offspring of his sons. The message 

of Islam had begun to spread among all 

these four sections of the Mongols who 

were rapidly converted to the faith. In 

regard to the conversion of the ruling 

princes in the lineage of Batu, the son of 

Chenghiz Khanôs first born Juji, who 

ruled the western portion as Khan of the 

Golden Horde, writes Arnold: 

ñThe first Mongol ruling prince who 

professed Islam was Baraka Khan, who 

was chief of the Golden Horde from 1256 

to 1267. According to Abuôl-Ghazi he 

was converted after he had come to the 

throne. He is said one day to have fallen 

in with a caravan coming from Bukhara, 

and taking two of the merchants aside, to 

have questioned them on the doctrines of 

Islam, and they expounded to him their 

faith so persuasively that he became 

converted in all sincerity. He first 

revealed his change of faith to his 

youngest brother, whom he induced to 

follow his example, and then made open 

profession of his new belief é Baraka 

Khan entered into a close alliance with 

the Mamluk Sultan of Egypt, Rukn al-

Din Baybars. The initiative came from 

the latter, who had given a hospitable 

reception to a body of troops, two 

hundred in number, belonging to the 

Golden Horde; these men, observing the 

growing enmity between their Khan and 

Hulagu, the conqueror of Baghdad, in 

whose army they were serving, took 

flight into Syria, whence they were 

honourably conducted to Cairo to the 

court of Baybars, who persuaded them to 

embrace Islam. Baybars himself was at 

war with Hulagu, whom he had recently 

defeated and driven out of Syria. He sent 

two of the Mongol fugitives, with some 

other envoys, to bear a letter to Baraka 

Khan. On their return these envoys 

reported that each princess and amir at 

the court of Baraka Khan had an imam 

and a muôadhdhin, and the children were 

taught the Qurôan in the schools. These 

friendly relations between Baybars and 

Baraka Khan brought many of the 

Mongols of the Golden Horde into Egypt, 

where they were prevailed upon to 

become Musalmans.ò 

 

Islam was about to be submerged in the whirlpool 

of the Mongol ardor of slaughter and destruction, 

as several Muslim writers had then expressed the 

fear, wiping it out of existence, but Islam 

suddenly began to capture the hearts of the savage 

Tartars. The preachers of Islam thus accomplished 

a task which the swordarm of the faith had failed 

to perform, by carrying the message of Islam to 

the barbaric hordes of heathen Mongols. 

Conversion of the Mongols to Islam was indeed 

one of the few unpredictable events of history. 

The Tartaric wave of conquest which had swept 

away the entire Islamic east within a short period 

of one year was, in truth, not so astounding as the 

Mongolôs acceptance of Islam during the zenith of 

their glory; for the Muslims had, by the beginning 

of the seventh century of Muslim era, imbibed all 

those vices which are a natural outcome of 

opulence, luxury, and fast living. The Mongols 

were, on the other hand, a wild and ferocious, yet 

vigorous and sturdy, race who could have hardly 

been expected to submit to the spiritual and 

cultural superiority of a people who were so 

completely subdued by them, a people whom they 

despised and looked down upon. T. W. Arnold 

expressed his amazement over the achievement of 

this unbelievable feat in his The Preaching of 

Islam: 

ñBut Islam was to rise again from the ashes of its 

former grandeur and through its preachers win 

over these savage conquerors to the acceptance of 

the faith. This was a task for the missionary 

energies of Islam that was rendered more difficult 

from the fact that there were two powerful 

competitors in the field. The spectacle of 

Buddhism, Christianity and Islam emulously 

striving to win the allegiance of the fierce 

conquerors that had set their feet on the necks of 

adherents of these great missionary religions, is 

one that is without parallel in the history of the 

world. 

ñFor Islam to enter into competition with such 

powerful rivals as Buddhism and Christianity 

were at the outset of the period of Mongol rule, 

must have appeared a well nigh hopeless 

undertaking. For the Muslims had suffered more 

from the storm of the Mongol invasions than the 

others. Those cities that had hitherto been the 

rallying points of spiritual organization and   

 

learning for Islam in Asia,had been for the most 

part laid in ashes: the theologians and pious of 

the faith, either slain or carried away into 

captivity. Among the Mongol rulers ð usually 

so tolerant towards all religions ð there were 

some who exhibited varying degrees of hatred 

towards the Muslim faith. Chingiz Khan 

ordered all those who killed animals in the 

Muhammadan fashion to be put to death, and 

this ordinance was revived by Qubilay, who by 

offering rewards to informers set on foot a 

sharp persecution that lasted for seven years, as 

many poor persons took advantage of this ready 

means of gaining wealth, and slaves accused 

their masters in order to gain their freedom. 

During the reign of Kuyuk (1246-1248) who 

left the conduct of affairs entirely to his two 

Christian ministers and whose court was filled 

with Christian monks, the Muhammadans were 

made to suffer great severities. 

ñArghun (1284-1291) the fourth Ilkhan 

persecuted the Musalmans and took away from 

them all posts in the departments of justice and 

finance, and forbade them to appear at his 

court. 

ñIn spite of all difficulties, however, the 

Mongols and the savage tribes that followed in 

their wake were at length brought to submit to 

the faith of those Muslim peoples whom they 

had crushed beneath their feet.ò 

Unbelievable and of far-reaching significance, 

although the conversion of the Mongols to 

Islam had been, it is also not less surprising that 

extremely few and scanty records of this 

glorious achievement are to be found in the 

annals of time. The names of only a few 

dedicated saviors of Islam who won proselytes 

from the savage hordes are known to the world, 

but their venture was no less daring nor their 

achievement less significant than the 

accomplishment of the warriors of the faith. 

Their memory shall always be enriched by the 

gratitude of Muslims, for they had, in reality, 

performed a great service to humanity in 

general and to the Muslims in particular, by 

diffusing the knowledge of faith among those 

barbarians, winning them over to the service of 

One God and making them the standard-bearers 

of the Apostle of Peace.

Al Hijrah  

and Tawakkul 

 

ñAl Hijrahò was a lesson about planning 

and depending on Allah (Tawakkul). You 

can see that in how the Prophet (PBUH) 

planned for his trip. Ali, his cousin, slept 

in his bed in Makkah as Abu Bakr 

prepared two camels for their long trip. 

They left at noon when heat kept 

everyone indoors, going south instead of 

north in the opposite direction of 

Madinah. They stayed in the cave of 

Thawr for three days until the situation 

calmed down, having a shepherd bring 

his sheep to cover their tracks. They 

trusted a pagan to lead them to Madinah 

while they kept their identities a secret. 

All this was a plan for a trip that the 

Prophet (s) took with full faith that God 

(SWT) would protect them. It is indeed 

ñTawakkulò that brings together the use 

of means available and relying on God in 

all your matters. 

Al Hijrah the trip that c hanged 

the world 

Because of a trip taken over fourteen 

hundred years ago, Islam became a 

reality in many parts of the world with 

followers of diverse ethnicities, cultures, 

colors and languages. All followers 

remember ñAl Hijrahò, the trip that 

changed the world and was the reason for 
embracing Islam. 

Muslims should honor the Prophet (s) by 

believing in him, practicing his Sunnah 

and looking up to him as the role model 

for all the matters of life. Muslims 

should honor the Prophetôs companions 

by learning from their experiences, 

understanding Islam through their lens 

and remembering them in (Duaa) 

supplications. 

Duties of the Month of Muharram 

1. Muharram is the best of months for general 

voluntary fasts, after Ramadan. 

2. It is especially recommended to fast the 10th of 

Muharram (known as the Day of Ashura), with a 

day before it or after it. 

3. It is also virtuous to give in charity on this 

day. 

The Virtues of Fasting in the Month 

of Muharram and its First Ten Days 

Prophet Mohammad (s) said, ñThe best of fasts 

after the month of Ramadan are in the Month of 

Allah, which you call Muharram. And the best of 

prayer after the obligatory prayer is the night 

prayer.ò [Muslim, 1163] 

These voluntary fasts are best in the month of 

Muharram, just as the best general voluntary 

prayer is night prayer. 

The virtue and honor of this month can be 

attested to by the fact that the Prophet (s) called 

it ñthe Month of Allahò (Shahr Allah).  

Night Prayer 

As for voluntary night prayer (qiyam al-layl), it 

is superior to voluntary prayer during the day 

because it is closer to secrecy, and nearer to 

sincerity (ikhlas). 

Allah Most High said, ñLo! The vigil of the night 

is (a time) when impression is more keen and 

speech more certainò [Quran, 73.9]. 

Day of Ashura: Tenth of Muharram  

It is mentioned in Bukhari and Muslim from Ibn 

Abbas (RA) that he was asked about fasting the 

Day of Ashura [10th of Muharram]. He said, ñI 

did not see the Messenger of Allah (s) fast a day 

while more avid to seek its virtue than this day, 

meaning the Day of Ashuraò [Bukhari  and 

Muslim]. 

The Day of Ashura has great virtue and 

tremendous sanctity. The virtue of fasting was 

known among the Prophets (peace be upon them 

all). Both Prophet Nuh and Prophet Musa (peace 

be upon them both) fasted it. 

The Prophet (s) used to fast this day even in 

Mecca, though he had not yet ordered others to 

do so, as mentioned in both Bukhari and Muslim. 

Some of the Virtues of Day of Ashura 

It is a day in which Allah forgave an entire 

people. Tirmidhi relates that the Prophet (s) said 

to a man, ñIf you want to fast a month after 

Ramadan, then fast Muharram, for it has a day in 

which Allah forgave an entire people, and He 

turns to others in repentance inò [Tirmidhi]. 

 

It was a consensus among companions 

of the Prophet (s) led by Omar (RA) 

during the time of his ruling as Caliph 

to start the Islamic calendar by the 

great migration from Makkah to 

Madinah, known as ñAl Hijrah.ò 

Among other suggestions was to start it from the 

birth of Mohammad (s) since it represented the 

birth of the man who brought Islam and was a 

mercy to mankind. Another suggestion was to 

begin from the time Mohammad (s) received 

revelation at the age of 40 since it marked the 

connection and celebration of the Word of God 

brought down to earth. They even considered 
beginning from the prophetôs death (s).  

In the end, people ultimately agreed on ñAl 

Hijrahò as the beginning since it was an event 

all Muslims had taken part in. It was an incident 

that represented the birth of a new chapter in 

Islam and Muslim life. And with such a choice, 

it eliminated the possibility for people to praise 

their prophet (s) in any way other than being a 
man and a messenger of God.  

Al Hijrah and Prophets before 

ñAl Hijrahò was not a phenomenon; in fact, 

prophets and messengers always migrated 

for their right to worship God and to 

safeguard their faith. Stories of migration 

helped the companions of the Prophet 

understand the types of sacrifices they had 

to offer for the sake of preserving their 

faith. In the Quran, God spoke about 

Abrahamôs migration: {so [his nephew] Lot 

believed in him, whereupon [Abraham] said 

[to his people]: Indeed, I am migrating to 

my Lord. For, indeed, it is He [alone] who 

is the Overpowering [One], the All-Wise} 

29:26. 

Prophet Jacob and his family migrated to 

Egypt, and Prophet Moses and his people 

migrated from Egypt to the desert and then 

to Palestine. All these stories kept the faith 

of the Prophetôs companions high and 

brought tranquility to their hearts while 
facing all kinds of challenges around them. 

Al Hijrah and Protection 

ñAl Hijrahò was a reminder of Godôs 

guardianship. At the cave of Thawr, Abu 

Bakr told the Prophet (s) in fear of being 

seen: ñif someone looked by his feet he will 

see us!ò The Prophet (s) replied: ñwhat do 

you think O Abu Bakr of two in which 

Allah is their third!ò (Hadith Al Bukhari).  

When the pagan Suraqa, son of Malek came 

to kill the prophet to win the ransom, the
